Why do you want to be a member of the AAPA (National level for PA’s)?  The AAPA membership is optional to each individual.  Remember that PASA is a chapter of the AAPA but it is a chapter from SAAPA which is the student association of AAPA. The advantage of being an AAPA member is that you get two newsletters per month and a journal that keeps you updated on recent news, upcoming events, and legislative laws.  As a student chapter of AAPA (which is PASA at UNTHSC) we are able to participate in challenge bowl, win awards, and send representatives/officers to vote on issues we would like to change.  However, in order to participate we must have 50% of the PA students as members of the AAPA (This includes 50% of all three classes).  The fee is $75 and lasts up until you graduate and is completely worth the cost.  PASA will send the AOR and HOD (officer positions) to the AAPA annual conference at the end of the spring semester which will be held in Atlanta Georgia this next year.

How to print from Pharos?  First of all to log in then you will need your username information and the password however if you use your badge can simply scan the badge and your print jobs should be there.  Information to know is that the printers in the student life and in the 2nd floor of the library are color OR black and white printers.  The default of these printers are set to print in color so if you would like to be charged for black and white only then please change the settings.  You can change it by going to preferences, then under the quality tab change the “auto detect to black and white.  If you would like the document in color then it should automatically pick this up and no settings need to be changed.  When the printing verification box comes up then simply type in your user name.  If you print off the Black and white printers then these printers are located on  the 3rd and 4th floor of the library.  If your print job is not showing up on the color printers (2nd floor and student life offices only), then it is likely that you are printing off the black and white only printers and the printers need to be changed.
