International TPEG Program FAQs
Where can I apply?

The application is available on the Financial Aid website. Applications can be turned in at the Student Affairs front desk in EAD-247 or faxed to 817-735-0448.
What am I applying for?

The TPEG is gift aid that does not have to be repaid as long as the student successfully completes their course work.

Who can apply and what criteria are used to award?
This competitive grant program is based on academic success and financial need. The application is open to international students with a B (3.0) average or better who have completed 18 hours at UNTHSC and who are paying non-resident tuition. Students must be enrolled full-time unless in their graduating semester. No exceptions 

When is the application due and when will I know if I am a recipient?

The deadline to get your application in to our office is Wednesday, November 25th.   Award recipients will be notified by Mid-December.  We will notify all applicants either way.
If I am chosen to receive the grant how much is it and when will I get the funds?

The awards may vary, but we expect the standard award to be $1000 this school year. Funds will be evenly split between the fall and spring semesters. If you are chosen as a grant recipient, you will need to come to the Financial Aid Office to complete some required paperwork. Upon completion of this paperwork, the fall portion of the award would be applied to your Student Financials billing account. These funds are first applied to outstanding charges, and any remaining credit balance would be refunded to you.

Other important things to remember:
Receiving this award may affect a student’s private education loan eligibility or other educational assistance.

Receiving this award will not waive non-resident tuition or fees.

Funding is limited, so applications will be considered on a first-come, first-serve basis.

If your visa or residency status changes during the school year, this may affect your eligibility.
