Minnie L. Maffett Fellowship 

The income from the Minnie L. Maffett Fellowship Fund is to be used to promote medical education for women by awarding fellowships to qualified applicants. 

Each applicant must qualify under the rules prescribed by the Awards Committee as approved by the Texas Federation of Business and Professional Women’s Clubs, Incorporated.  Preference in making awards shall be given to graduates of Texas medical schools.  No award need be made in any year when, in the opinion of the Trustee and Award Committee, the accumulated fund income is insufficient, there are no applicants, or applicants fail to qualify under the prescribed rules.  Funds will be paid directly to the educational institution for disbursement to the student or against her account. 

Applications are accepted from, and awards may be made to, one or more of the following:

· A female graduate of a recognized medical school for use in post-graduate work or research in a medical field. 

· A woman who has been awarded a Ph.D. degree from a Texas university who is doing research in a medical field. 

· A woman who needs financial aid for the first year in establishing a family practice in a rural area with a population not exceeding 5,000. 

· A fourth-year female medical student for completion of a M.D. or D.O. degree in an accredited school in the State of Texas.
