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	Policy Statement.
Fire drills are conducted on a scheduled basis for all buildings in which patient care is performed. Students on rotation in clinics should become familiar with clinic-specific fire plans and be prepared to perform assigned tasks, if any, during drills or should a real fire occur.

This policy applies to all UNTHSC students.

	Students should become familiar with the following features of each building in which they spend significant amounts of time going to class, on clinical rotation, working in a laboratory or in library study: (1) location of building exits, (2) stairwell locations in multi-story buildings, and (3) fire alarm pull stations for those buildings with alarm systems.

	In the event an alarm sounds, proceed immediately to the nearest stairwell or building exit. Exit the building and move well away from the building and wait for further instructions.
