	Policy Statement.
UNTHSC faculty, staff, and student trainees should ensure that support of student trainees by industry through funding mechanisms such as scholarships, reimbursement of travel expenses, or other non-research funding in support of scholarship or training are free of any actual, potential, or perceived conflict of interest. 


	Application of Policy.
This policy applies to all student trainees at UNTHSC.  This Policy is not intended to preclude industry support for faculty or staff travel for the purpose of evaluating major clinical equipment for prospective acquisition by a program, department, or other UNTHSC entity. This provision may not apply to national or regional merit-based awards, which are considered on a case-by-case basis.

	Industry funding of student trainees or scholarships should comply with all of the following:

a. Every UNTHSC department or program will have a committee that shall be responsible for the selection of the individual student trainee or scholarship recipient.
b. The committee shall ensure that all funds are provided to the UNTHSC department rather than directly to the trainee.
c. The committee shall determine whether or not the conference or training has educational merit.
d. The committee shall review funding and identify any UNTHSC conflicts of interest, including that the recipient of the funds is not subject to any implicit or explicit quid pro quo (i.e., “no strings are attached”).
e. The committee shall ensure that the donors may not label donated objects with industry logos or information.
