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Employees of the University of North Texas Health Science Center (UNTHSC) are committed to the
accomplishment of our Mission, Vision, and Values. We are dedicated to actively protecting and honoring this
commitment by abiding by our Code of Conduct.

In our daily educational, research and patient care activities, we individually strive to model behavior that reflects
our commitment to these principles. Anyone who works for the UNTHSC is expected to conduct themselves with
appropriate professional demeanor in their daily interactions and encounters creating an environment of mutual

trust and respect.

The UNTHSC s status as an equal opportunity institution is reflected in our mission and our culture. We value
each person and treat each other with dignity. People flourish when they feel safe and respected — free from overt
or implied harassment. Each of us supports and protects others by keeping our workplace free of discrimination
based on race, creed, color, gender, age, national origin, disability, marital status, religion, sexual orientation or
any other classification protected by law.

At the UNTHSC, we believe it is important to maintain a working and learning environment free of sexual

harassment that encourages full maximization of each individual’s potential. In furtherance of that belief and the
law, it is the policy of the UNTHSC that acts of sexual harassment toward guests of and visitors to the campus or
any member of the center’s community including faculty, staff, students and candidates for positions at the center
will not be tolerated, regardless of the individual’s gender.

Sexual relationships, even though welcome and appropriate under other circumstances, are inappropriate when
they occur between a faculty member and a student currently enrolled in the faculty member’s class, or between
advisor and advisee or a supervisor and a subordinate employee. Moreover, mutually consenting sexual
relationships are a basic violation of professional ethics and responsibility, especially when a faculty member or
supervisor has any professional responsibility for the student’s or employee’s academic or work performance, or
