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1)   It is our understanding that the first new building that will be built will house the 
new classrooms for the medical students.  When Dr. Ransom addressed the 
students he mentioned that the building will be named the Public Health and 
Education building, but the Public Health students will be in another building.  
Can you provide clarification on this?

Dr. Dubin: At this point it’s still unclear what the name of the building will be.  Originally, when financial support was provided they wanted to include public health, but the issue is still under discussion.  Which ever dean moves into that building—that is the name that they would have on the building.  
2) Would it be possible to purchase more OMT tables for the library?  While you can check out a table, it might be beneficial to have a few semi-permanent tables out in the library in a place such as on the second floor under the stairs where a few shelves and chairs are currently located.  This could be a great space to practice OMM.  I think it would be great to have the visibility of us using what we have learned in OMM and treating each other.

3) A significant weakness with Osteopathic Medicine is the fact that we don’t have sufficient quality research to back up all of our OMT treatments.  Our school already mandates community service hours for all students and I’m wondering why we don’t do the same for our profession?  Can we mandate osteopathic research hours or participation from every medical student?  It makes sense to do this considering the problematic research issue in our profession and our direct access to the ORC on our campus could help to solve that problem.  How can we support helping the community while neglect helping our profession in the area where it needs it most when we have the greatest resource to do so?

Dr. Dubin: There are plenty of opportunities to get involved in research.  They are looking to increase research among medical students.  They will be looking at that data to try and have more areas of training and interpreting research through bio-statistics.  One of the plans is to increase the biomedical informatics.
