i. There are 4-6,000 homeless people in Fort Worth.  People who are using emergency sheltering are only about 2,000 people.  Most are located on E. Lancaster.  During the day there is no where for homeless people to go since they’re asked to leave the shelter so that it can be cleaned.  The objective of the Day Resource Center was so that people had somewhere to go to avoid the harm of the streets.  Somewhere to sleep, wash their clothes, etc.  There are people who need some services to get them out of their homelessness.  A couple of new movements to get people into housing and employment and to help them find services they needed such as medical.  
ii. Services available include: mental health; alcohol & drug addiction; job readiness & placement; supportive housing; legal aid

iii. Currently they do not have any medical services within the building.  They really need a primary care clinic.  Commissioner Brooks has looked to apply for a grant for Health Care for the Homeless.  The place to start is with health screening so that they can be referred to primary health resources.

1. Foot problems—people are on there feet all day long.  A lot of people with diabetes.  The nutrition is poor.  At the shelters it is not necessarily well-balanced meals.
