Instructions for Online Training for the Care and Use of Laboratory Animals

The Department of Laboratory Animal Medicine at UNTHSC participates with the Laboratory Animal Training Association to provide online training for new animal workers or changes in species used on an approved protocol.

The animal training consists of two parts:  First the completion of the online species specific and occupational health modules then hands-on training in the lab animal facility. 

Multiple species users must complete all modules for the species listed in an approved protocol.

After selecting a training module on the next page you will be asked to enter your name and department for documentation purposes. You will also be asked at the conclusion of the module to confirm that your name is in the database by re-typing your name exactly the same way as at the beginning. Please type your name correctly - first name and then last name in their respective fields.
The modules are designed to present pages of text and graphics and occasionally ask questions about the text. If you answer a question incorrectly you will be directed to the associated text for review. If you answer correctly you will progress to the next page. · Press the “Submit Record” Button

· Answer all questions in the module

· At the completion re-type your name to be given credit for completing the module

· The online program will automatically return to the Module selection page
· Repeat the steps above for the species module(s) which must be completed

LATA will e-mail the Compliance and Quality Assurance Coordinator confirmation that you have completed the appropriate modules.

After the online training is completed the hands-on training can be scheduled and the appropriate paper work can be completed for the Occupational Health and Safety requirements.
